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North Meadow Circle Collaborates with

The Kheprw Institute (KI)
The Kheprw Institute (KI) is a small nonprofit Black youth
mentoring organization near downtown Indianapolis, just about 2
miles from North Meadow Circle of Friends. I mention the
distance both because we often have common issues related to
our geographic proximity, and because some Friends
occasionally ride their bicycles from the meetinghouse to KI for
meetings and events.

KI has been in existence for over ten years, and originally started
when Imhotep Adisa and Pambana Uishi’s son Diop spent a
summer, when he was in High School, with his father in the
community. Some of Diop’s friends wanted to have a similar
experience, and KI was born.

From KI’s website http://kheprw.org/: “Kheprw Institute (KI) is
a community organization that works to create a more just,
equitable, human-centered world by nurturing youth and young
adults to be leaders, critical thinkers and doers who see the
people in any community as the most valuable assets and are
committed to working with marginalized communities to bring
about change that leads to empowered self-sustainable
communities.”

KT has a strong focus on care of our environment, with a large
aquaponics system, a rain barrel production system, composting
and community gardening. KI NuMedia is the web design
business, which is a source of income, as well as a way to teach
the kids technology and coding skills. They recently acquired a 3
D printer.

A number of North Meadow Friends have had various
connections and relations with the KI Community over the

years. James Taylor went to the local urban university at the
same time Imhotep, Director of KI, did. I first made a connection
with KI when they hosted an environmental education/awareness
event. Since then I, and a number of North Meadow Friends,
have regularly attended the monthly book discussions there,
which are used to stimulate conversations about difficult subjects,
such as race. A couple of summers ago I spent several summer
days there to teach photography during summer camp.

Last year North Meadow Circle of Friends was one of five
Friends meetings that participated in the pilot year of the new
AFSC program, “Quaker Social Change Ministry”. That
program works by Friends meetings finding an organization, such
as KI, to partner with, or “accompany”. We discussed this with
the KI Community, and they graciously agreed to be our partners.

Many Friends have heightened concerns about the 2016
federal election and if your meeting is like our own those
concerns have shown up in many ways. At our own meeting
(Lexington) we have experienced Friends giving messages with
frank politically partisan content. Friends have mentioned
specific politicians and particular political parties in derogatory
terms in their introductions at the rise of meeting. We grew
concerned that Friends were struggling with how to speak out
when they felt the principles they value (equality, fairness,
community) were being challenged, but speaking out without
denigrating the people who were threatening those values. We
wondered if it would be helpful to have a threshing on how a
Quaker could stay grounded in these trying times. We therefore
chose to focus the adult educational session at the February 2017

With the growing
concern about the fate of undocumented immigrants, Community Friends agreed to become a Cincinnati Sanctuary Solidarity
Community putting aside some money in our budget for this, as well as posting not just one, but two signs saying, “No matter where
you are from, we’re glad you’re our neighbor” in many languages.
